Before going back on IRC, first make sure your pc has the latest patches.


Assuming you're using Win95, along with service pack 1, there are some


additional patches on Microsoft's website that were written after service


pack 1 was released than can protect your computer from the usual nukes and


such. Go to Microsquash's support section and do a search on "ICMP". There's


a particular order that you have to apply the patches. You'll find a


"readme.txt" somewhere on the same directory tree that they've got the


patches. (Go up a level or two.) I think there were three of them in all; one


has a newer winsock, one for virtual private networking.. and the other..


umm.. another upgrade of some sort. Something to do with dial up networking


(dun).. Don't remember. hmm





Anyway, next, get yourself a pc firewall. There's been some discussion in the


group about umm.. one in particular (don't wanna mention names, you'll see


why). I've tried that one and mostly liked it (except it doesn't support IPX


and I'm a Netware chick :/ hmph). If you search Dejanews in alt.warez or


alt.crackz, you might even discover where you can find yourself a crack for


it. [hint hint] Play around with it. Try it out before venturing back into


IRC. At first, your machine's security will be too tight (ie, it won't let


you surf until you specifically tell it to allow that, then it won't let you


download email 'til you tell it to allow that, then it won't let you.. etc.


etc.) And god knows what might happen if it let you etcetra etcetra. ;) ..


umm.. That's a joke, see? Awright, maybe it isn't.. maybe it's so lame it


walks on crutches, but geez, it's late okay?





Next, pop over to www.winfiles.com and do a search on "nuke nabber". Nuke


Nabber isn't much for protection, but it does allow you to record who nuked


your pc so you can report them to their ISP. (That's why I mentioned the


firewall first. Ounce of prevention, pound of cure.. that sort of thing.)


Browse around winfiles to see what else catches your fancy. Netlab is another


goodie you might consider. It's merely an information tool. But remember:


well informed is well armed.





Last off, don't accept any dcc chats from anyone you don't know. Even if the


IRC server you are using masks your IP normally, the other guy/gal can find


out your IP if they get you to chat with them through dcc.
